heritage.  From analysis of the photos, we are finding that more than 50% of those screened 
indicate evidence of ocular pathology in one or both eyes.

Reception of this service has been heartwarming with a huge number of volunteers and 
participants that appreciate the opportunity to receive a free eye screening. PROJECT VISION 
HAWAII is immensely proud of all those who chose to volunteer their time and participate in this 
project.
